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The Placer County RCD is an 
independent, self-governing body 

organized in 1946 and dedicated to the 
conservation of natural resources. The 
RCD develops and enables programs 
in partnership with others that assist 
private landowners and public agencies 
to accomplish the goal of conserving 
natural resources.

Placer RCD is governed by a seven 
member Board of Directors either 
elected, or currently by RCD request, ap-
pointed by the Placer County Board of 
Supervisors.  Directors serve a four year 
term without monetary compensation 
and can serve more than one term.

The Placer County RCD encompasses 
all of the County of Placer except for the 
Tahoe Basin and covers approximately 
1,500 square miles of diverse stake-
holders, habitat, and elevation, from the 
Sacramento Valley þoor over the crest of 

the Sierra down the eastern slope to the 
Nevada State line.   

We work through a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) with the USDA 
Natural Resources Conservation Service 
(NRCS) to provide soil, water, wildlife, 
fuel load reduction and related technical 
assistance to landowners, local, state, 
and federal agencies.  

 The RCD continues to actively 
promote wise management and use 
of our natural resources. Services and 
assistance provided in partnership with 
NRCS and others are summarized in 
this report. Priorities for the year 2005 
included:

 Å Erosion and Sediment Control
 Å Water Quality
 Å Water Conservation
 Å Natural Resource Education
